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Quiet Storm Tackle Gang Crime Creatively




Our mission is to empower young people to gain the skills to tackle gang culture and youth crime creatively.
CREATE NOT HATE is a new initiative set up by Quiet Storm, to enable inspiring role models from creative industries to mentor young people exposed to gang culture and youth crime. The idea being that young people will discover and channel their creative talents to help make their community safer from gangs – and also potentially be inspired to choose a creative career in the future.
CREATE NOT HATE was set up by Quiet Storm in 2007, to inspire young people to choose a creative career path instead of turning to gangs and youth crime.
Trevor Robinson, head of leading London advertising agency and production company Quiet Storm, is creator of some of the most innovative adverts of our era (including the infamous Orange Tango Man). Robinson brings a wealth of experience to the project - having grown up on the Notre Dame estate in Clapham, near where teenager Billy Cox was shot dead last year.
This year Trevor and Quiet Storm embarked on the first ‘Create Not Hate’ project, working with teenagers in Lambeth to make a powerful short film entitled “A Mother’s Tear”. Jaron Williams and Alimur Rahman, friends of Billy Cox, wrote the compelling film whilst on a creative workshop run by Quiet Storm for students at Lambeth Academy, the local school in the area. 100 teenagers were involved in the ‘Tackling Gun Crime Creatively’ competition, with 20 finalists taking part in the special workshops. Jaron and Alimur’s idea won first prize out of everyone who entered, and they were awarded with the opportunity to bring their idea to life through Quiet Storm. Trevor co-directed the film with Dennis Gyamfi, an up-and-coming film maker who left his gang in Brixton to pursue his directing career.
We are planning to see mentors from a range of creative industries, using their expertise to run anti gun and knife crime projects to inspire teenagers exposed to gang culture.
Already in the pipeline are…
-  Architect mentors running projects for kids to redesign their local estates to make them less vulnerable to crime.

- Fashion mentors running projects for kids to redesign the hoodie, plus to design a new colour which cannot be ‘owned’ by any gang that will be neutral to any gang or territory.

- Plus Advertising, Photography and Graphic Design mentors all running similar anti-gun crime projects tailored to their industries too.

Architect David Adjaye, and Director of the ICA Ekow Eshun are already ambassadors of our initiative and we hope to attract more key figures from creative industries to join us.
